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Jesus Turns Sorrow into Joy 

 

On earth “you will be sorrowful, but your sorrow will turn into joy” (John 16:20). Already the 

Spirit grants you peace and joy through the forgiveness of your sins. For by the cross of Christ, 

“God has granted repentance that leads to life” (Acts 11:18). His Gospel is “a message by which 

you will be saved, you and all your household” (Acts 11:14). He gives freely “from the spring 

of the water of life” (Rev. 21:6), “and death shall be no more” (Rev. 21:4). He dwells with His 

people, adorning His Church as a bride for her husband, “making all things new” (Rev. 21:5). 

Therefore, as the Son of Man is glorified by His cross, “and God is glorified in him” (John 

13:31), so He is glorified in us by our “love for one another” (John 13:35), which His Spirit 

works in us by His grace.

1 Cor 11:27,29 says, “Whoever, therefore, eats the 

bread or drinks the cup of the LORD in an unworthy manner will be guilty concerning the body 

and blood of the LORD…For anyone who eats and drinks without discerning the body eats and 

drinks judgment on himself.”  

We teach that a person receives the real Body and the real Blood of Jesus Christ “in, with and 

under the bread and wine.” It is not symbolic or merely a spiritual presence.
